Since the program’s launch in 1998, the PRASAD CDHP mobile dental clinic 
and school-based health center has visited Sullivan County schools to 
provide health education and preventive and restorative dental services. The 
convenience of access to these services on school premises is an invaluable 
benefit in a county without public transportation and many low-income 
families.

According to a 2012 study published by the American Dental Association, 
annual emergency room dental visits in the US reached 2.1 million, many 
of which could have been avoided with regular dental care. Preventive care, 
though highly cost-effective, is out of reach for many county residents. 
PRASAD CDHP provides dental health education classes and dental services 
to more than 3,500 children each year. Since its inception PRASAD CDHP 
has distributed over 80,000 toothbrushes, received 27,000 dental visits and 
performed more than 86,000 dental procedures.

We are honored to be a four-time recipient of the Give Kids a Smile Award 
from the New York State Dental Foundation in recognition of our program’s 
leadership and excellence in maintaining children’s oral health. Through 
your generosity, PRASAD CDHP has made a difference in the lives and 
smiles of children for twenty years.

School nurses and teachers contact us when a child is in need of immediate dental care. Jenny 
first visited the mobile dental clinic because she was in constant pain from many cavities and 
was unable to eat.  Her oral condition had deteriorated to the point of needing several tooth 
extractions. But Jenny was a trouper! She was an excellent patient because she knew that 
our goal was to help her heal so that she could be pain-free.  Jenny’s story is one of many 
demonstrating the importance of our program to the health and well-being of the children we 
serve. We can calculate the cost of providing dental treatment, but the value of restoring a child’s 
health and self-confidence is priceless.
